Our learning journey will eventually lead us to apply           

everything we have learnt to independently write a 

diary entry based around King Charles losing an item 

of clothing.   

 

Our main curriculum aims focus on orally  

rehearsing our sentences before writing them, using 

our Fred talk to sound out unfamiliar words, and  

remembering our full stops, capital letters, and    

finger spaces between words. 

 

RE 

This half term in RE we will be learning about 
Christianity and exploring 

the key question: 

Why does Easter matter to

Maths 

 
Our main focus for this half-term will be                 

Multiplication & Division. 

We will first begin by building our fluency            

counting in 2s, 5s and 10s 

before introducing the 

concepts of equal groups, 

arrays and doubles.

through adding equal groups, and division, though 

making equal groups by grouping and sharing.  

 

We will then move onto Money 

focusing on recognising coins and 

notes, and learning how to count 

coins.

Our focus in Science this                 
half-term is Materials. 

Within this learning journey 
we will learn how to identify 

and name different materials and            
distinguish between an object and the 

material from which it is made.  

We will be describing the simple physical 
properties of a variety of everyday           

materials, and compare and group these 
materials together on the basis of their 

physical properties  

History

DT 

This half-term’s focus in 
DT is Textiles. We 

will begin by learning 
how different techniques can be used to 

join fabrics, and how sewing is used in          
everyday life.  

We will discover how to create a running stitch 
and practise how to use neat and evenly 

spaced stiches to join 
fabric.  

The children will then            
create a plan for a hand 

puppet of a royal           
character, and follow 

these plans to make their 
own royal hand puppets!  

Computing  

We will be continuing to build our understanding 

of algorithms in the context of creating and 

debugging simple programs. 

The children will learn how to program 

a Bee-Bot and apply their knowledge 

of position a direction. 
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
