Spelling
This half term we will be continuing to look at

Year 3 spelling rules. Our daily spelling sessions

will involve us continuing with the Read Write
Inc scheme; please continue to use the purple
spelling logs to help your child re-visit our
spelling focus each week.

Reading

Within our reading sessions
this half term, we will be
mainly focusing on the
book ‘The Last Bear’ by
Hannah Gold.

Maths

In Maths, we will be focusing on fractions and
measure, specifically length, perimeter and
money.

We will first continue with our fractions
learning. We will count up and down in tenths,
understanding that tenths arise from dividing
something by 10, including dividing 1-digit
numbers by 10.
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We will then move onto
measure. We will measure,
compare, add and subtract
lengths (m/cm/mm) and
measure the perimeter of
simple 2-D shapes.
