Dear Parents/Carers

We are now into the third week of our Autumn term. There has been a lot of work going on in school over the Summer break. We have had new boilers installed and they will be up and running this week to keep us all warm over the coming months!
Our SEND Unit is now in place and the area at the front of the school will be further developed to include an all weather surface, ensuring that the children who attend the unit can have outside access at all times.

Two-Year-Old Provision
Our Two Year Old Provision has now been running for a year and has been really successful. It has room for 5 pupils and has been full all year. As the children turn 3 they move into the Nursery and their places are filled from the 2 Year Old waiting list. Uniform
The children have all returned to school looking smart in their school uniform. Thank you!
We would just like to remind everyone that our school uniform consists of:
· White or light blue collared polo shirt (with or without school logo) – Required 
· Royal Blue sweatshirt/cardigan (with or without school logo) - Required
· Grey/Black trousers/leggings/skirt/culottes/shorts/pinafore dress - Required.
· Light blue and white checked dress for summer if desired - Optional
· Sensible school shoes/trainers or boots in winter - Required.
If parents wish to purchase sweatshirts/cardigans or polo shirts with the school logo on these can be ordered from the school office. Alternatively, supermarket non-branded clothing can be worn in the school colours. 

School also has a ‘pre-loved’ uniform section which is readily available for any parent to access for no charge.  

Parents Evening
Parents evening will be held on Monday 29th September this will give you an opportunity to discuss how your child has settled and the progress they are making. Appointments will be able to be made online using MCAS. We will let you know when the times are available to book.

MCAS
MCAS (My Child at School) is a secure online platform designed to bring together all aspects of school-parent engagement. This solution is an extension of the schools Management Information System (Bromcom) which stores all information about your child and their school record. This platform has been chosen as a Trust-wide adoption of a uniform approach to using communication across all of the academies.
The benefits to you and your child are:
· A safe and protected system for communicating important information. This can be individual, class or school level messages
· Ordering and paying for school dinners
· Notifications, key dates letters or updates
· Attendance information
· Parent Evening Bookings

As you can imagine this takes up a lot of time and disturbs school lessons. Hopefully if everyone downloads the MCAS App the number of dinners ordered from home will increase. If you have any problems or questions about ordering your child’s meals please do not hesitate to come into or call the school office.

Wrap Around Care
Wrap Around Care continues to be on offer in school as an initiative from the Government to encourage people to go back to work. All schools have to offer Wrap Around Care from 8 a.m. until 6 p.m. (if there is a need).
We are presently offering 8 – 8.40 a.m. every morning and 3.15 – 4.15 p.m. after school. There is a charge for this - £2.50 per child a.m. and £1.25 per child p.m. We have tried to keep these charges low to help families who need the wrap around care.
