The Legal Requirement:

‘Where pupils need to self –isolate, or there are national or local restrictions in place requiring pupils to remain at home the DfE expects school to be able to immediately provide them with access to remote education’ - DfE

‘We have set out clear, legally binding requirements for schools to provide high-quality remote education, This is mandatory for ALL state-funded schools and will be enforced by Ofsted. We expect schools to provide between three and five teaching hours a day, depending on a child’s age’ – Gavin Williamson – Secretary of State for Education 6/1/21.
Full expectations for remote education provision can be seen below. See also ‘Guidance for full opening of schools’.

Definitions of:

Remote education: 
Any learning that happens outside of the classroom, with the teacher not present in the same location as the pupils.
Digital remote education: often known as online learning, this is remote learning delivered through digital technologies.
Blended learning: a mix of face-to-face and remote methods. An example would be the ‘flipped classroom’ where main input happens remotely (for example through a video) while practice and tutoring happen in class.
Synchronous education: this is ‘live’ education.
Asynchronous education: is when the material is prepared by the teacher and accessed by the pupil at a later date.
Context:
In the situation where a child may be ill for a long period of time or there may be reasons where they cannot attend school then a range of options for remote/digital remote education will be put in place to ensure continuation of a child’s education.

Self-Isolation/Bubble Isolation

Should school/a group (bubble)/ individual children need to self-isolate, or there are local restrictions requiring pupils to remain at home we have the capacity to offer immediate remote education. Devices have been loaned to families where there is a need and for the children who have been attending school, the school device will be taken home to continue their education.
Intent:

The staff of High Clarence Primary School have provided a Remote Learning Policy which aims to:
· Ensure a bespoke curriculum is planned, which is well-sequenced  so that knowledge and skills are built incrementally with a good level of clarity about what is intended to be taught and practiced in each subject

· This curriculum will be supported by high quality online and offline resources and teaching videos which are linked to schools’ curriculum expectations

· Give access to high quality remote education resources, which will include the use of online tools that will be used consistently across school in order to allow interaction, assessment and feedback by confident, qualified staff

· Provide printed resources, such as textbooks, work books for pupils who do not, may not want to have suitable online access 

· Recognize that some younger pupils or those identified with SEND may need adult support to access remote education and so staff will work in partnership with families to ensure effective support.

· To ensure that all children, whether at home or school, have access to quality learning through effective remote education and that this can be evidenced

· To set out expectations for all members of the school community with regards to remote learning (See Remote Home Learning Policy) 
Implementation:

The staff of High Clarence Primary School have provided a Remote Learning Policy which will:
· Ensure that pupils have work set for them, differentiated to meet their needs in a number of different subjects meeting national curriculum requirements.
· Set work that is of equivalent length to the core teaching pupils would receive in school (EY – up to 3hrs, KS1- 3hrs, KS2 -4hrs as a minimum)
· Ensure new content is delivered by a teacher/specialist teacher or through high-quality curriculum resources or videos.
· Have regular checking systems in place (at least weekly) to ensure pupils are engaging with their work. Contact will be made with parents immediately where engagement is a concern to identify the reasons for this and appropriate actions taken to support them.
· To assess how well pupils are progressing through the curriculum using questions, scrutiny of work, and providing constructive feedback as soon as possible outlining steps for improvement or revision if clarification is needed.

· Ensure assessments are used to inform future planning which may include simplifying explanations or providing further revision to consolidate understanding.
Impact:

The staff of High Clarence Primary School have provided a Remote Learning Policy which has:
· Provided effective access for all children in order for their learning to continue via remote learning and that pupil outcomes have improved. 
· Supported and motivated all pupils to work independently and progress can be evidenced.
· Provided quality teaching and learning within this context across all areas of the curriculum. 
· Organised effective CPD to support staff with teaching and learning in order to continue to improve standards and that this can be evidenced.
· Parents have been supportive and recognize the work which has been done to support their children’s learning in this new area.
Roles and responsibilities
Remote Learning Computing Lead – Mrs Nicola Caraher

Teachers
When providing remote learning, teachers must be available between the hours of 8.30 a.m. and 3 p.m. 
When providing remote learning, teachers are responsible for:

Setting work 
· Each teacher will provide tasks for English, Maths and other subject areas daily. Schedules are given which outline the tasks which must be completed that day. 
· Zoom meetings are organised across the week within individual key stages to ensure staff can chat/respond to children’s questions about their learning, to check on children’s well-being and as a social event for children so they can see their friends.
· Please see Appendix 1 for a list of websites that children and staff could use

· A mixture of work will be set both online and paper based exercises and work will be marked in line with school policy.
· Paper-based exercises will be set and printed for a two week block which needs to be returned to school for teachers to assess and give feedback where required. 
· School uses ‘Seesaw’ online programme where children upload their work as evidence for teachers. This will also be marked and returned to the child with points for development.
· The ‘Seesaw online’ programme contains video clips and instructional tutorials for parents which enables them to work with their children on accessing the programme so they can see how to support their child and how work is to be completed.

· PE updates and ideas will be sent to parents digitally on a regular basis
Providing feedback on work – 

· Work is uploaded using the ‘Seesaw’ App, staff can then read, mark and send a comment back on the progress a child has made as well as outlining steps for further improvement.
· ‘Seesaw’ messages will be sent to keep parents involved and up to date with their child’s progress

Keeping in touch with pupils who are not in school and their parents – 
· Staff/Designated Leads will make regular phone calls to parents of the children who are not in school, visits to see the children can also be arranged if it is safe to do so and in accordance with the school risk assessment. 
· All staff will be expected to be professional when working with families at home, whether this be via telephone call, emails or video calls and remain vigilant at all times, either when working from home or school.
· All contact with parents should be logged on CPOMS using the category ‘Contact with Parents’. 
· For any safeguarding concerns regarding parents or children, staff should refer to the appropriate Designated Lead. (Please see safeguarding section below.)
Subject Leads
Alongside their teaching responsibilities, Subject Leads are responsible for:

· Considering whether any aspects of the subject curriculum needs to change to accommodate remote learning.
· Working with teachers, teaching their particular subject remotely, to make sure all work set is appropriate and consistent.
· Working with other subject leads and senior leaders to make sure work set remotely across all subjects is appropriate and consistent.
· Monitoring the remote work set by teachers in their subject –through regular meetings with all staff or Headteacher and IT Leader reviewing the work set.
· Informing teachers of resources they can use to teach their subject remotely.
Senior leaders
Alongside any teaching responsibilities, senior leaders are responsible for:
· Liaising with N Caraher (IT Leader) who can advise and support staff with remote learning
· Monitoring the effectiveness of remote learning – feedback will be sought from staff, children, parents and carers through questionnaires about digital learning devices available at home and support needed
· Monitoring the security of remote learning systems, including data protection and safeguarding considerations
Designated Safeguarding Leads
The Designated Leads (N Caraher, N Woodall, L Brown and J Orridge) are responsible for ensuring all safeguarding responsibilities are monitored effectively and any concerns are reported. They will liaise closely with N Caraher (IT Leader) to ensure monitoring and vigilance of on-line safety. Smoothwall scrutiny will also be observed.
IT staff

IT staff (One IT) are responsible for: 
· Fixing issues with systems used to set and collect work

· Helping staff and parents with any technical issues they’re experiencing

· Reviewing the security of remote learning systems and flagging any data protection breaches to the data protection officer
Pupils and parents:
(See Remote Learning – Home School Agreement below)
The Home School Agreements states that:
‘It is important that during these unusual times that the link between home and school continues in order to support children’s learning. We need to work together in order for children to be as happy and safe in their learning as they can possibly be whether at home or in school. We have agreed a few rules which should help to support this. 
The school will:

· Continue to care for and educate your child, treating them with respect, kindness and understanding

· Provide your child with daily English, Maths and topic based activities

· Provide opportunities via video calls in order to stay in touch and keep connected, both for an academic purpose and to support their emotional well-being

· Ensure that staff are always dressed appropriately

· Ensure that staff always remain professional, using appropriate language at all times

· Ensure that any devices used for online lessons or catch up meetings will be set in an appropriate area

· Try our very best to ensure members of staff will not be interrupted by other family members

· Always follow the protocols within the ICT Acceptable Use Policy

· Take all reasonable measures to keep your child safe

As Parents/Carers I/we will:

· Listen to my child read regularly

· Support my child to complete some form of home-schooling and communicate it back to school either verbally, through paperwork or ‘Seesaw’ app

· Ensure that when my child is taking part in a video call, they will not be interrupted inappropriately by other family members

· Ensure, that whenever possible, there is an adult either present in the room or nearby whilst their child is taking part in video calls with their teacher

· Not record or screen shot any on-line video call

· Ensure my child is dressed appropriately

· Read the school letters, e-mails, ‘Seesaw’ messages and newsletters to ensure we are informed about school life and important dates

· Keep school up to date with all contact details and personal and medical information to ensure that school can support my child to the best of their ability

· Support the school’s policy of high expectations of behaviour and attitude

· Inform the school if there are any issues or events that may affect my child’s work, behaviour or happiness

As a pupil I will:

· Join the video call on time

· Be properly dressed

· Be well-behaved, well-mannered and respectful to all those joining the video call

· Tell a teacher if something makes me unhappy or worried

· Keep myself and others safe at all times

· Not record or screen shot any of the session’
The Governing Body:
The governing board is responsible for:

· Monitoring the school’s approach to providing remote learning to ensure education remains as high quality as possible. This will include approval of policies and documentation relating to this.
· Receiving weekly updates as well as regular reports from HT about remote learning with particular focus on the effective uses of devices loaned to school to support children’s learning.

Data protection
High Clarence Primary school aims to ensure that all personal data collected about staff, pupils, parents, governors, visitors and other individuals is collected, stored and processed in accordance with the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and the expected provisions of the Data Protection Act 2018 (DPA 2018) as set out in the Data Protection Bill. 

This policy applies to all personal data, regardless of whether it is in paper or electronic format. 

Accessing personal data:
When accessing personal data for remote learning purposes, all staff members will:
· Have password protected file containing addresses and phone number of the children’s parents
· Devices will be or have been assigned to staff to use at home as an aid for digital learning. All allocated devices must be signed out and have the approval of the School Business Manager/Headteacher

Processing personal data:
Staff members may need to collect and/or share personal data such as parent’s emails, phone numbers and addresses as part of the remote learning system. As long as this processing is necessary for the school’s official functions, individuals do not need to give permission for this to happen. However, staff are reminded to collect and/or share as little personal data as possible online.
Keeping devices secure:
All staff members will take appropriate steps to ensure their devices remain secure. This includes, but is not limited to:

· Keeping the device password-protected – strong passwords are at least 8 characters, with a combination of upper and lower-case letters, numbers and special characters (e.g. asterisk or currency symbol)

· Ensuring the hard drive is encrypted – this means if the device is lost or stolen, no one can access the files stored on the hard drive by attaching it to a new device

· Making sure the device locks if left inactive for a period of time

· Installing antivirus and anti-spyware software

· Keeping operating systems up to date – always install the latest updates

· Staff have read, signed and agreed school protocols for the use of devices
