Failure to attend a lunchtime detention
will result in a whole day link room
placement meaning that you will miss
both your break, lunch, 5 lessons and will
remain at school until 4pm.

(@ MOBILE PHONES

The use of mobile phones is not allowed
from the moment pupils enter the building
and until they leave the building at either
3.05pm or 3.10pm.

The only
exception to this is, if instructed to do so,
under supervision, by a member of staff.
