Astronomers study the
origin and make-up of the
universe, including its
planets, stars, galaxies and
black holes. You can earn up
to £60,000 per year and
expect to work around 39-
41 hours per week but this
will be irregular hours (i.e.
during the night time!).
There will be 3% more
Astronomers by 2026.
