New Year 7 Intake 2022 
 
We are really pleased to have been able to offer your child a place at Holy Family Catholic High School 
for September 2022.  We look forward to working with you over the coming years to ensure your child 
is supported and able to flourish whilst at Holy Family.  We expect every pupil to be the best they can 
be in order to achieve their potential.  Central to the school’s success are the simple expectations that 
every child has self-respect, shows respect to others and works hard.  I have every confidence that 
your child will endeavour to meet these expectations and take advantage of every opportunity available 
during his/her time at Holy Family. 
 
I understand that the prospect of progressing from primary to secondary school is very exciting, but it 
can also be an anxious time for both children and their parents.  I would like to make you aware of the 
activities arranged by the school to support families and enable the transition to be a smooth one. 
 
New Year 7 Taster Day - Thursday 30th June 2022 
 
Your child is invited to spend a taster day at Holy Family Catholic High School on Thursday 30th June 
2022.  This day is organised to allow pupils to experience a typical high school day as they take part in 
a number of activities and lessons and have the opportunity to meet new friends.  He/she should arrive 
at reception by 9.30am, wearing their current school uniform and have with them a pen/pencil.  A snack 
and lunch will be provided and the day will finish at 2.25pm.  Please make arrangements to collect your 
child at this time from the layby outside Holy Family.  If there are any dietary requirements, please do 
let us know in advance. 
 
New Year 7 Intake Information Evening – Thursday 30th June 2022 
 
All parents and children are invited to attend an information evening at Holy Family on Thursday 30th 
June 2022.  You are welcome to attend at a time most convenient for you.  The information 
‘marketplace’ will be open from 5pm-8pm.  You may benefit the most from attending the Headteacher 
talk followed by a visit to the ‘marketplace’.

Summer School 
We are delighted to welcome your child to a Holy Family Summer School on Thursday and Friday 
21st/22nd July.  There will be activities run by our Holy Family staff on these days to enable your child to 
get to know our staff and school, as well as meet others.  We appreciate that not all children may wish 
to attend this event and many of you may be unavailable.  I am pleased to say there is no charge for 



these days.  Full details will be sent out in the coming weeks, but the days will last approx. 9.30am-
2.30pm with a lunch provided.  Children will need to make their own transport arrangements.  To help 
gauge staffing requirements, please register your interest on the following form.

Student Admission & Consent Form 
 
The information that you provide to us is essential in ensuring accurate records in a number of important 
areas.  Please can you indicate on this form who the student lives with, who has parental responsibility 
and the order in which these persons should be contacted in an emergency.  In the interests of safety, 
it is important that we have at least two (ideally three) emergency contacts for your child. 
 
Providing as many contact numbers and email address allows us to communicate with you in a variety 
of ways to inform you of important school information and events. 
 
We should be very grateful if you can complete the online form as soon as possible so we can ensure 
our records are ready and accurate for the first day of term in September.

Free School Meals 
As you may be aware, the Government provides funds to support qualifying students with free school 
meals.  You may not, however, be aware that the school also receives additional funds to further support 
these students in school.

School Meals 
A sample menu is included in the Information Booklet. The price of a set meal deal is currently £2.30, 
but this may increase from September.  We use cashless dining facilities in school.  All pupils will be 
provided with an individual card onto which money can be paid onto using the machines located in the 
canteens or via our online school payment system.  Those on Free School Meals will be able to spend 
up to the daily allowance (currently £2.70) per day. 
 
School Uniform 
During the New Intake Information Evening we will discuss our school uniform requirements.  I am 
conscious, however, that some parents may wish to start purchasing items of uniform prior to this date.  
In the ‘Information’ section of our website you will find a School Uniform page which will provide you 
with full information.  More information on uniform and PE kit will be sent out next week.
