	Mini-beasts and their Habitats
· identify a range of minibeasts from images of a local habitat using identification keys. 
· learn the scientific categories for the minibeasts: arachnids (spiders), crustaceans (woodlice), myriapods (centipedes and millipedes), gastropods (slugs and snails), annelids (worms) and insects (beetles). 
· investigate habitat of mini-beasts (inc. woodlouse investigation) 
· research life cycle of a mini-beast
· find mini-beasts that bread sexually or asexually

CATHOLIC SOCIAL TEACHING - When looking at ecosystems, we will include how humans need each other to work in systems in the family, school and community. 
	Earth and Space
· describe the movement of the Earth, and other planets, relative to the Sun in the solar system 
· describe the movement of the Moon relative to the Earth
· describe the Sun, Earth and Moon as approximately spherical bodies
· use the idea of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night, and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky
· explain that unsupported objects fall towards the Earth because of the force of gravity acting between the Earth and the falling object
· understand the forces concerning pendulums, pulleys and levers
· study the forces of friction, air and water resistance

	Computing
	Programming - Selection in Physical Computing
· Use physical computing to explore the concept of selection in programming through the use of the Microbit programming environment. 
· Learners will be introduced to a microcontroller and learn how to connect and program it to control components (including output devices — LEDs and motors). 
· Learners will be introduced to conditions as a means of controlling the flow of actions in a program. Learners will make use of their knowledge of repetition and conditions when introduced to the concept of selection (through the ‘if...then...’ structure) and write algorithms and programs that utilise this concept. 
	Flat-file Databases
· How a flat-file database can be used to organise data in records. 
· Use tools within a database to order and answer questions about data. 
· Create graphs and charts from their data to help solve problems. 
· Use a real-life database to answer a question, and present their work to others.

· Layer their objects and begin grouping and duplicating them to support the creation of more complex pieces of work.

	Programming - Quizzes
· Develop their knowledge of selection by revisiting how conditions can be used in programs and then learning how the If… Then… Else structure can be used to select different outcomes depending on whether a condition is true or false. 
· Represent this understanding in algorithms and then by constructing programs using the Scratch programming environment.
