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To all Year 6 parents / guardians at Richard Crosse, St Mary’s and The Howard
Race Day for our 2020/21 Greenpower electric car project is on Tue 8th June at Curborough Sprint Course near Fradley.  During the day children will get to launch and / or drive our Greenpower Formula Goblin cars in a variety of slalom and time-trial races.  They will present their portfolio work for judging and take their Greenpower cars through scrutineering.  Throughout the day they will also participate as pit-crew and support their team.  The day is fully funded by our project sponsors and Greenpower Education Trust so there is no charge to parents or the school.  

The whole event will be run under Covid mitigation procedures, with each team operating as a self-contained “bubble”.  Each team will have a nominated adult from the school supervising them throughout the day, and additional staff and volunteers will be on hand also.

We would like parents to drop-off and collect their child from the circuit to avoid the need for coaches.  If you are not able to do this then please contact your school office and we will make alternative arrangements.

Curborough Sprint Course is off Netherstowe Lane, very close to the junction with Wood End Lane.  It is near to the F1 karting centre but don’t confuse the two!  There is no specific postcode but detailed directions can be found on their website:

Drop-off is at 8:45am.  Greenpower volunteers will check your child’s details against their register and will guide you to a drop-off zone from where your child can join their team.  Parents should depart promptly.  As part of the covid-secure planning there will be no visitors or spectators allowed on site.

Collection is at 3:30pm and again volunteers will guide you to the pick-up location.

Children should:

· Bring a packed lunch and drink.  A refillable water bottle would be ideal.

· Bring an ice-pack to keep the lunch cool if it’s a warm day.  

· Wear racing overalls which will be issued by the school ahead of the day.

· Wear light clothes (e.g. shorts and t-shirt) under the overalls.  School uniform is not required.

· Bring a lightweight waterproof.

· Bring a hat.

· If it’s a sunny day please wear or bring sun cream.

· Bring a pair of “full-finger” gloves.  ** ESSENTIAL ** to be able to drive in events.

· Wear the face mask issued by the school. ** ESSENTIAL ** to be allowed on-site.

· Wear “closed-toe” footwear.  No sandals etc.

No spending money is required.

An individual pair of “full-finger” gloves (not mittens or fingerless gloves) is essential to be able to drive in events.  

Due to the regulations of the motorsport governing body, face masks must be worn at all times when not eating and drinking, swapping for a balaclava under the racing helmet when driving in events.  Unfortunately, the motorsport governing body does not cater for facemask exemptions and neither Greenpower nor the school have any say in this.  If this is an issue for your child, please contact the school.

An individual racing balaclava will be issued on the day to wear under the racing helmet.  Helmets will be sanitised between drivers as per Greenpower Covid regulations.

Children will return home wearing the racing overalls and we would like you to wash these before returning them to the school later in the week.

Race day is run by Greenpower Education Trust and follows their standard protocols.  Children will be required to agree to the event rules, and to show that they are aware of the various risks such as driving dangerously.  Race marshals are present throughout and anyone not acting sensibly would be removed from the event.

We and our sponsors would like your permission to take photographs and videos of the children during the day, and to use these in public relations materials including social media.  We would also like to share memories of the day on our car-building Twitter accounts: @RCrosseRacing @StMarysRacing and @TheHowardRacing.  You can opt out of photography for your child if you wish.

This promises to be an exciting and educational experience for our pupils and we encourage everyone to embrace the various procedures and enjoy the experience of the day.  The children have put a lot of work into building their cars, and race day itself relies on a large number of volunteers to run smoothly.  After a turbulent year this should be a real highlight to round off your child’s primary school years.
