Dear Parents,
What a strange end to the year! When we broke up in March, it was hard to foresee what would be happening in terms of returning to school, this hit the Year Sixes really hard. They had looked forward to the end of year rites of passage: shirt signing, May Queen and their Leavers Service and play. When they then returned to school earlier this month, they were unsure still as to whether any of these events would take place and tried to come up with solutions and ideas as to how they could celebrate.
