Reading at Home

You, as a role model in your child’s life, play
a vital part in developing your child’s
attitude to reading. To improve your child’s
chances of becoming a keen and confident
reader, you must demonstrate an enthusiasm
towards reading and encourage your child to
take an interest in print around them.

How vou can support your child at
home:

e Reading should be enjoyed. Find a
comfortable place to read, be patient
and praise often.

Make reading a daily routine:

e Listen to your child read aloud daily,
aiming for 10+ minutes.

e Read to your child, enjoying books
together and modelling to them how an
expert reads.
