Understanding of the World


Science – Your child will be learning to name a variety of wild and common garden plants. They will be able to describe the basic structures of a variety of common plants.  We will learn about different types of trees.  We will learn what plants need to grow and will be planting seeds and monitoring the growth of these.

Maths:


In Year 1, your child will be learning all about different units of measure as well as multiplication and division and fractions. 





In year 2, children will be learning addition and subtraction and how to cross ten and the rules and techniques to master these. After this they will be looking at multiplication & division and how to use this to solve problems.
