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Physical, Social, Emotional Health and Well Being


The children will learn all about Healthy Me. They will cover:


Smoking, including vaping


Alcohol


Alcohol and anti-social behaviour


Emergency aid


Body image


Relationships with food


Healthy choices


Motivation and behaviour





What we are learning: 


The topic for this half term is ‘Tell Me A Story’. 





The children will develop their knowledge and understanding of what a fairy tale is and will explore common themes across a range of them before studying one in depth.





Key questions for learning:


Which character is the villain?


What is the plot in the story?


How has the author shown how the characters feel?


How has the author built suspense in the fairy tale?

















DT


In DT, the children will learn how to strengthen frame structures using triangulation. They will investigate frame structures for common 3d shapes, then design, plan, make and evaluate a frame structure for a building from a fairy tale.





Key Skills - English


In English, your child will be reading Grimm’s Fairy Tales. They will develop their vocabulary and evaluate how effectively authors’ have used language. When reading, they will infer a character’s thoughts and feelings and learn how to summarise several paragraphs. When writing, they will create an alternative story ending for an older audience. They will also write a description of the forest the story is set in.





RE:


To know how the Bible teach Christians to treat other.


To know how this is expressed in practice.











Tell Me A Story





Upper Key Stage 2 –


Buildings in fairy tales: sturdy structures or disastrous designs?





PE


This term the children in Y5/6 will be developing their gymnastic skills. They will know how to perform a variety of leaps and practise these so they can perform them as part of a sequence.





Maths:


In Year 5, your child will develop their understanding of decimals. They will look at perimeter, area and volume. They will also investigate statistics.





In Year 6, your child will solve problems involving multiplication, division and measures. They will find missing values in equations. They will also investigate perimeter, area and volume.














Home Learning Opportunities:


Home reading is essential to developing your child’s reading.  Please encourage your child to take part in the 10 minutes a day reading challenge.





In addition, if you could practise any tables and division facts with your child this will really help them as these facts form an important part of the maths curriculum. 





Year 6 will be set a few pages from their SATs Booster books every week and will be given a week to complete this then bring it into school to mark together and explore any questions which arise.
