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What we are learning:

Key questions for learning:


What were the key events during Anglo-Saxon and Viking Britain?


What did the Vikings do and why did they come to Britain?


What was Viking life like?


What were Viking punishments like?


How did the Anglo-Saxon and Viking age come to an end?





PE


This term the children will develop their ability to play competitive games and apply basic principles for attacking and defending.  They will use running, jumping, throwing and catching in isolation and in combination and compare and critique their performances.








RE


In RE, we will know how religious and non-religious people understand the value of creativity and the connection between beliefs about human beings and human creativity.








English


In English, your child will be reading the non-fiction book, ‘Viking Boy.’ 


The children will be using this to write their own Newspaper report about the Vikings and a balanced argument, drawing on their key knowledge from cross curricular areas.


We will complete reading response tasks for children to gain a deep understanding of the book.
