Vision Screening 

Our Reception and Year 1 pupils will be invited for a vision check on Wednesday April 14th. 

 
What is vision screening? 

Vision screening is when a specially trained person checks your child’s vision to make sure they 
can see without any problems. The aim of the service is to detect reduced vision early, to reduce 
the risk of defects developing into visual impairments if left untreated. 

What is involved with vision screening? 

Your child’s vision will be assessed using a letter matching test. The test is fun and your child 

does not need to know their letters to complete it. During the test a pair of glasses with one eye 

blanked out will be used or an eye patch will be placed over one eye to 

test each eye separately. The test is entirely safe and children enjoy 

playing the letter matching game. It takes approximately five minutes 

and the screener is trained to make this fun for the child.
