At John Perryn Primary School, we aim to create a positive, secure and 
happy learning environment, where all children experience friendship, 
respect and success.

Although the black and white uniform is 
compulsory, we do not expect our families to buy jumpers and cardigans 
with the school logo, this is optional, plain black are acceptable. If 
children wear a white shirt or blouse, with a collar, they should wear a 
school tie.

 White blouse or shirt with a collar and a black and gold striped 
tie or a white polo shirt without a tie 

 Black jumper or cardigan  

 Black knee length skirt or plain black trousers 

 Black or white tights or socks 

 Plain black school shoes, ankle boots or plain black trainers 

 Wellington boots may be worn to school but should be 
changed once inside the school building 

 Black book bag  

 Black or white, plain hijabs, turbans or other religious or 
cultural head coverings 

 Black, white or yellow, small hair accessories 
 
Summer uniform for Reception to Year 6 (Optional)  

 Yellow and white summer dress with white socks  

 Black, knee-length shorts 
 
Nursery Uniform 

 Plain, white polo shirt 

 Yellow jumper  

 Black jogging bottoms or black shorts 

 Black or white socks 

 Plain black shoes or plain black trainers with Velcro fastening 

 Black book bag  

 Black or white, plain hijabs, turbans or other religious or 
cultural head coverings 

 Black, white or yellow, small hair accessories e.g. Scrunchies, bobbles, clips, small bows and

Physical Education Kit for Reception to Year 6 
PE kit is part of John Perryn’s school uniform and is worn for the whole day on a child's allocated PE 
day. These arrangements minimise lost property and maximise time taking part in sport and exercise 
rather than changing.  

 Plain white t-shirt  

 Plain black or dark coloured shorts (warmer weather and indoors) 

 Plain black or dark coloured tracksuit bottoms and jumper (colder weather and outdoors) 

 Black plimsolls or trainers 
 
Please ensure that each item of clothing is clearly labelled, with your child’s name, as the school 
cannot be held responsible for lost or damaged items of clothing. 

 
Jewellery  
Jewellery is considered any form of adornment to the body, which is not clothing.  This includes all kinds 
of earrings, necklaces and bracelets. Children will be asked to remove any items of jewellery, which do 
not comply with this policy, and these will be returned to parents. Jewellery should be removed for PE 
days/lessons. 

 Small stud or sleeper earrings only, for pierced ears, as others pose a health and safety risk 

 Wristwatches may be worn (no Smartwatches) 

 No other items of jewellery, other than small religious items agreed by a senior leader 
 

Hair and make-up 

 Please avoid extreme haircuts, dyed hair or styles with shaved patterns or shapes 

 Hair, which is long enough, should be tied back for health and safety purposes 

 Nail varnish or any type of false nails should not be worn in school 

 Children should not wear makeup to school
