In Literacy we will learn how to:

e Recognises familiar words and signs such as own

name and advertising logos
e Continue a rhyming string.
e Hear the initial sounds in words

e Form clearly identifiable letters to communicate
meaning, and use letter strings to represent writing.

¢ Write our own name.

In Maths we will learn to:

e Compare two groups of objects, saying when they
have the same number.

e Show an interest in number problems.

e Separates a group of three or four objects in differ-
ent ways, beginning to recognise that the total is still
the same.

* Recognises numerals 1 to 9.

¢ Count objects by saying one number name for each
item.

e Count actions or objects which cannot be moved.

 Describe the relative position of an object, such as
‘behind’ or ‘next to’.

e Order two items by weight or capacity .

In Personal, Social and Emotional Develop-

ment we will be:

* Learning to keep play going by responding
to what others are saying or doing.

* Becoming aware of our own feelings, and
that some actions and words can hurt oth-
ers’ feelings.

* Beginning to negotiate and solve problems
without aggression, e.g. when someone has
taken our toy.

In Physical Development we will be:

* Observing the effects of activity on their
bodies.

e Practising holding pencil between thumb

In Expressive Arts and Design we will be:

¢ Exploring and learning how sounds and colours can
be changed.

e Investigating and describing the texture of things.

¢ Learning songs about plants and growing.
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In Understanding the World; The world we

will be:

¢ Discussing and asking questions about as-
pects of the world such as the place where
we live or the natural world.

¢ Observing plants, animals, natural and
found objects and taking about what we ob-

serve.

¢ Thinking and taking about why things hap-
pen and how they work.
