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In Literacy we will be:


Reading different books related to starting school, such as So Much and Starting School.


Mark make and use letters to represent our writing.


Learning about the characters in books.


Learning to hear the sounds at the start of words.





You can help your child by sharing and enjoying books together. You can also help your child by getting them to name the sound at the start of names of their friends or people in your family. Please also practise name writing at home (only using a capital letter at the beginning of the name!).








In Maths we will be:


Exploring pattern by, recognising, describing, copying and extending colour and size patterns.

Exploring one more and one fewer within six.


Adding and subtracting numbers within six. 


You can help your child by exploring numbers in your environment e.g. numbers on buses, doors and road signs.
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In Physical development we will be:


Developing our spatial awareness by exploring the outside area and practising ball skills 


Working on our pencil grip and fine motor skills, such as tying shoelaces.





You can help your child by showing them the correct way to hold their pencil.
