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1. Scope

This addendum applies until further notice.
It sets out changes and exceptions to our normal behaviour policy. Pupils, parents and staff should continue to follow our normal behaviour policy with respect to anything not covered in this addendum.

We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.
2. Expectations for pupils in school
2.1 New rules
When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.
Staff will be familiar with these rules and make sure they are followed consistently. 
Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children follow the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact Mr MacIntyre, Assistant Headteacher, if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them and support them to integrate back into school life.
· Students are encouraged to walk or cycle to school wherever possible but we understand that this cannot be organised for all of our students. If students use the school buses they will be organised into sections of Year 6, Year 7 and Year 8 students on the bus. The driver, along with senior staff at school will monitor and manage this. Upon alighting the bus, it is essential that students alight by year group so as to best avoid unnecessary contact with one another. We have three entrances and exits for the start and end of the school day. Any student arriving by bus, bicycle or scooter will come through the main school gate, irrespective of year group, but will then follow the designated Year 6, Year 7 or Year 8 line into school. ANY other student arriving by other means, be it by car, or on foot, should enter and exit the building as follows; Year 6, Main school gate, Year 7, via the school field ideally using the path off Hallas Road and past the Kirkburton pre-school and the scout hut, Year 8, path running along the back of school and next to the Recreation Ground and Skate Park. Students leaving school by bus will be lined up on the astro turf at the end of the school day into year groups/bus groups, so as to avoid unnecessary mixing and will then be walked towards their bus upon its arrival. Students will then get onto the bus in bubble/year group order. Any student arriving to school by bicycle or scooter MUST wear a helmet. School reserves the right to confiscate bikes/scooters until a parent has been contacted and asked to collect the bike OR they bring in a helmet.
· Hygiene and the expectations around this will be high profile. Handwashing and sanitising are paramount at specific times of the day and students will be expected to follow the guidelines given. Parents must ensure that their children wash/sanitise hands before boarding buses in the morning.
· At lunch and break times students should only socialise with students in their bubble. Each year group has a zoned area of school in which to work and socialise and this includes the separation of each year group in half (roughly 90 students). This is in order to prevent as best as we can the spread of any particles. Lunch can be taken in bubbles and in classrooms and hot meals will be delivered
· Students must follow any update procedures and signage, which indicates how they should move around the school (e.g. one-way systems, out of bounds areas, queuing). These procedures will be made clear to all students at appropriate intervals and are subject to change in government guidance
· Sneezing and coughing instances should see students using tissues and disposing of the tissue immediately (‘catch it, bin it, kill it’) Students should also avoid touching their mouth, nose and eyes with hands

· Students must inform an adult immediately if they feel ill, especially if they are experiencing any symptoms linked to coronavirus. The general office and SLT will then follow Public Health England guidelines which may include isolation of the student in a safe and ventilated room until they can be collected
· Sharing of school equipment will be restricted. Students will be expected to use only the equipment on their desk and sharing of equipment is prohibited. Students will also be working at the same desk in the main, aside from English and Maths lessons or at teacher discretion based on absence, teaching and learning considerations etc. Students must ensure they bring their own equipment to school each day. Please see the required equipment list here on the school website.
· At breaks and lunch times the play areas will be restricted to; Year 6, front car park and playground, Year 7, playground at the rear of the school, Year 8, all-weather pitch
· Use of toilets will be restricted to one student in at any one time or whatever the current guidance is and only at set times built into the school day or with the express permission of a member of staff
· Students deliberately coughing or spitting at or towards another student or even mimicking such actions will be sanctioned through the behaviour policy
2.2 Rewards and sanctions for following rules
To help encourage pupils to follow the above rules, we will:

Continue to operate our rewards system. Students getting it right will be rewarded accordingly, with the statutory positive point awarded per lesson. Form teacher can also reward students for their clear adherence to the procedures put in place
However, if pupils fail to follow these rules, we will:

Use our sanctions system (e.g. verbal warnings, making calls home or internal exclusions). Accidental rule breaking may well occur at times and school staff will use their discretion appropriately in specific instances. Purposeful rule breaking will be dealt with in accordance with the behaviour policy
2.3 Changed rules 
Until further notice, we will alter the following school rules:

· Expectations for attendance are that all students should attend all of the time and attendance will be mandatory from September. Normal school rules and expectations on attendance apply and these can be seen in our full behaviour and attendance policy 
Expectations for uniform – the government is encouraging schools to revert to normal policy on this from September, but also to be considerate in managing non-compliance where parents are experiencing financial pressures. On days where a student has PE, they are expected to come to school in their PE kit, so as to minimise changing requirements. From September 2020, all pupils must wear uniform to school and follow normal school rules on uniform as set out in the uniform section of our behaviour policy. If pupils cannot wear their full uniform, parents should contact their child’s form tutor in the first instance. Uniform expectations are also outlined in the school planner/home school agreement
3. Expectations for pupils at home
3.1 Remote learning rules
If pupils are not in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below.
Parents should also read the rules and ensure their children follow them. Parents should contact their child’s form tutor if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them and support them with their learning.
· Be contactable during required times – although we understand that pupils may not always be in front of a device the entire time

· Complete work to the deadline set by teachers

· Seek help if they need it, from teachers or teaching assistants

· Alert teachers if they’re not able to complete work

· Use proper online conduct, such as using appropriate language in messages
3.2 Dealing with problems
If there are any problems with pupils adhering to rules around remote learning, including if they don’t engage with the remote learning set for them, we will:
Initially contact parents to see if there are any further ways that we can support their child. Following this we will endeavour to provide any necessary support we deem appropriate. Continued failure to meet expectations in remote learning will see sanctions applied as if the student was in school.
4. Monitoring arrangements

We will review this policy as guidance from the local authority or Department for Education is updated, and as a minimum every 4 weeks during term time by Mr MacIntyre. At every review, it will be approved by the full governing board.
