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BTEC LEVEL 3 BUSINESS 
Introduction

The Extended Certificate allows pupils to develop a broad understanding of business, marketing, personal and company finance and recruitment and selection.
In practice, BTEC develops the three categories of employability skills:
· Cognitive and problem-solving skills: use critical thinking, approach non-routine problems applying expert and creative solutions, use systems and technology

· Intrapersonal skills: communicating, working collaboratively, negotiating and influencing, self-presentation

· Interpersonal skills: self-management, adaptability and resilience, self-monitoring and development

There are also specific requirements in some units for assessment of these skills where relevant.  For example, where learners are required to undertake real or simulated activities.

Together with numeracy, analytical skills and evaluative judgements, BTEC effectively equips pupils for further study and employment in a wide range of industries.

Lower School

This subject is not offered in the Lower School.
Middle School
This subject is not offered in the Middle School.

Senior School

This is offered to the Senior School, i.e. those in the Sixth Form.

Subject content

The content of this qualification has been developed in consultation with academics to ensure that it supports progression to higher education. Employers and professional bodies have been involved and consulted in order to confirm that the content is appropriate and consistent with current practice for learners planning to enter employment directly in the business sector.

The learning programme covers the following content areas:

· Business environments

· Finance

· Marketing

The optional unit, Human Resources, has been designed to support choices in progression to business courses in higher education and to link to this particular and relevant occupational area.

Visitors and Trips to Businesses

Given the vocational nature of the course, visitors coming into school is an important part of the make-up of the course. Several visitors and speakers from industry are arranged each year and their input is closely linked to the units delivered in class. They offer key examples to ensure relevance to the real world of business. Also, trips are arranged to offer a breadth of practical experience for pupils on the course.

Further study and career opportunities
This qualification gives you an understanding of the essential knowledge and skills needed to help you begin or progress in a broad range of business careers. BTEC Nationals can also open up further areas of study to you.

It is very useful for careers in finance, commerce, management, law, marketing and of course, it will serve budding entrepreneurs well!

With the international recognition of BTEC courses such as this, you can progress straight into employment. If successful, there are a variety of potential careers that you can explore, all of which will benefit from your studies, for example: accounts clerk, medical receptionist or school administrative assistant.

The BTEC National Extended Certificate in Business has the equivalence of one A Level, and it is possible for you to progress further into higher education, as successful BTEC National qualifications provide the same UCAS points for university applications as traditional A Level subjects.

Possible university study options include finance, marketing, events management, accounting, business management and law.
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
