* Lights shines through stained glass windows to bring life to art
* In Carol Services to celebrate the birth of Jesus, candles are used as a reminder that
Jesus is their light.

Symbol

A picture, object or sign that stands for something else.

Christmas

The annual Christian ceremony celebrating the birth of Jesus.
