What we are learning:

Maths
In Maths, your child will revisit and consolidate their learning of percentages, area and perimeter and move onto learning about statistics and how to interpret different charts and graphs as well as begin to identify 2D and 3D shapes, their features and look at how to measure angles.
Physical, Emotional Health and Well Being
In PSHE, your child will focus on physical health and mental well-being.  
Throughout this unit, your child will explore how sleep contributes to a healthy lifestyle, understand how medicines can contribute to health and how allergies can be managed as well as learning about personal identity and what contributes to it.
