KS2 (Years 3-6) School Dinners Discounted Price - (September 2020)

We are pleased to confirm that the Council has agreed to continue the discounted
tariff for the KS2 pupils who pay for meals. A small increase will be applied to the
charge to reflect the rise in increased costs associated with inflation. The new
discounted price from September is £1.80 per day, (£9.00 per week), which we
believe is still excellent value for money. If you believe you may be eligible for
Statutory Free School Meals, please contact housing benefits on 01204 331590 or visit
https://www.bolton.gov.uk/free-school-meals-clothing-allowance/free-school-meals-help-school-uniform
Alternatively, you can call in person to the ‘One Stop Shop' at Bolton Town Hall, where help and advice is
available free of charge.

(in a clearly marked envelope), and handed in to the class teacher. If you would prefer to pay for the
whole of the autumn 1 half term, the amount due is £70.20. Remember that payments can be made by
either cash, cheque (payable to 'Ladybridge Primary School’) or online (Lloyds Bank Sort Code: 30-91-01,
Account Number: 17412260 and your reference should be 'Child's Name-Class-Date of Birth-Dinner
