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[image: ] Our approach to teaching phonics is designed to equip children with a secure understanding of phoneme–grapheme correspondence. As phonics forms the foundation for many areas of learning, delivering high-quality teaching and learning in this area is a key priority. This ensures that all children are able to access the curriculum in a way that is appropriate to their age and stage of development. Our Phonics curriculum intends to provide the children with the knowledge, skills, understanding and vocabulary that they need to become confident readers.
Format of each lesson
Apply- This part of the session builds on the GPC taught and it is consolidated through reading. Each book is taught in partners and children practice building word accuracy, fluency and comprehension under the guidance of their adult. 
Spelling- Children use the new GPC to spell words. Each word is repeated, segmented and then written. Children then review each word ensuring they have spelled it correctly or they are given the opportunity to succeed by fixing it. 6 words are written – 3 new and 3 reviewing previously taught sounds.
Word Time- Children read the newly taught GPC. They will also be introduced to new words and apply it in different stages. Children say the word in sounds and blend it, then say the sounds in their head blending faster before finally say the word again building speed. Children then speedily review 6 previously taught words. 
Speed sound- Children are introduced to a new GPC through a process of say the sound, orally blend words containing the new sound, read the sound and review previously taught sounds. 














Assessment
We use a robust baseline assessment system, which allows us to track the children’s phonic knowledge, identify and teach to their individual gaps promptly. We assess the children at the end of every half term as a minimum and our children have daily interventions to help them to keep up or catch up.
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Curriculum Implementation
[image: ]At Larkhill, we teach the ‘Read Write Inc’ programme of study which allows the children to learn systematically through the Phonic stages. Our curriculum design for Phonics includes these four parts: knowledge, skills, understanding and vocabulary. These areas have been sequenced in stages ensuring they are progressive and everyone understands the intended end-points. Phonics makes up part of our outer curriculum and reflects our embedded values of resilience, responsibility and independence.
We have a consistent approach to the delivery, assessment, intervention and resourcing that enables us to teach Phonics. The programme is taught as a daily lesson to all children from Early years to Year 2. Any child who doesn’t have secure phonic knowledge will continue the programme, or our ‘rapid catch up’ programme in KS2. At Larkhill, we ensure that each child feels successful in their learning; every reading book that is given to a child will be phonically decodable, using only the sounds and high frequency words that match their challenge point. 
Curriculum Impact
At Larkhill, we aim to ensure that children master the necessary sounds, keywords and accurate word reading to achieve the age-related benchmarks at appropriately mapped out time periods. We also aim for our children to be confident and fluent readers within their challenge point before progressing on. The teaching of Phonics at Larkhill is adapted to meet the personalised needs of children with SEND, English as an additional language and those who are disadvantaged. Through our consistent and evolving approach to systematic Phonics, we aim for our children to become fluent readers by the end of Key Stage One.
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
