We would like to take this opportunity to invite you to the Linaker Primary School Parents’ Evening 
Meeting on Wednesday 30th April.

Please arrive 8-10mins prior to your appointment time and enter school through the school’s main 
entrance. You will then be guided to the correct classroom to wait for your appointment. There will 
be refreshments available in the ground floor hall. Prior to the appointment, there will be an 
opportunity to look at your child’s books. Mrs Parr (SENDCo) and Mrs Fletcher (Children and Family 
Wellbeing Manager) will also be available throughout the evening.   
  
During your waiting time, you will be able to complete a paper-based Parent View questionnaire. 
Alternatively, you will be able to complete the questionnaire electronically through School Spider. This 
will help us to gather your views on various aspects of your child’s education and their time at Linaker 
Primary School. On the evening, if your child/children attend with you, please ensure that they are 
supervised during the event so not to disturb any other conversations taking place. We will not have 
an additional area to support childcare.
