Adopting Arbor will allow us to communicate 
with you more efficiently and bring all core school data and workflows into 
one system. It will eventually mean that there will be one platform for school 
communication and school payments (replacing our current use of School 
Spider Parent App and School Money). We invite all our parents/carers to
