Dear Parents and Carers, 

I am writing to provide a further update following my previous letter regarding the planned 

industrial action by the National Education Union (NEU). 

Unfortunately, I have been informed today that the NEU intends to continue with the 

scheduled strike action tomorrow and Wednesday. While I am continuing to engage in active 

negotiations with union representatives to find a resolution to this dispute, we must prepare 

for the school to be closed to the majority of students on the following dates: 

● Tuesday, 13 January 2026 

● Wednesday, 14 January 2026 

● Tuesday, 20 January 2026 

● Wednesday, 21 January 2026 

● Thursday, 22 January 2026

Please be assured that we are actively negotiating and the NEU continues to engage in this 

process. We fully understand the disruption this causes to your child’s education and your 

family’s daily routine. We remain committed to reaching a resolution as quickly as possible. 

5. Year 11 parents evening 

Due to strike action the Y11 Parents Evening scheduled for tomorrow, Tuesday 13th 

January will be cancelled. Printed reports will be given to Y11 students to bring home during 

registration on Thursday or reports can be accessed via Go4Schools. We are doing our best 

to rearrange the Parent Evening within the current negotiations with the NEU.
