	Controlled Assessment criteria and Preparation:
The Design and Technology GCSE course allows students to design and manufacture a range of products with innovation and flair, using a range of materials and techniques.  The course investigates aspects of the life cycle of a product, such as development of initial ideas and how to turn those ideas into reality by making a final product in Y11. During the course you will gain a lot of skills to allow you to shape and form a wide range of materials, such as textiles, various types of wood, metal and plastic. The course work involves a single ‘design and make’ activity selected from a range of exam board set challenges.
The process consists of an e-portfolio (20 pages) and a manufactured outcome. All students should provide photographic evidence of the finished outcome and it is strongly recommended that photographic evidence at various stages of making is submitted.
· Preparation is made within delivered lessons and usually starts in Yr10.
· Students should use their portfolio of evidence, gathered through the lessons, to support their understanding of key Design and Technology concepts. Your teacher will direct you towards relevant information.
· Students should aim to work independently and to deadlines provided by their teacher.

· Consideration of production costs & regulations and safeguards: copyright, patents, registered designs, trademarks. We also look into the British Standards and European Conformity (CE).

· Wider influences on new products: Market forces, such as market pull and technological push. Cultural and fashion trends. Legislative design requirements including evidence of product safety. Signs and symbols for materials products and safety issues. Protecting designs and the links to inspirational / iconic products, i.e. intellectual property.

· Life Cycle Analysis (LCA) of a complete product, specific materials and components used in a product. Sustainable design, i.e. renewable versus non-renewable material and energy sources and the impact of extracting non-renewable resources, i.e. resource depletion, transportation from source, waste from conversion to usable form such as: energy sourcing, eco-materials and recycled materials. 
· New and emerging materials: modern materials, smart materials, composite materials 

· New and emerging technologies - Design/production technologies: artificial intelligence (AI), additive manufacturing, robotic manufacturing and assembly, cloud computing technologies.
We are already preparing for the exam (1 hour) in the lessons time, as part of the curricular work schedule for this academic year. We encourage students to extend their learning at home at home, in order to broaden their experiences of the knowledge and vocabulary the course requires.

We have done a mock in the past at Y10 and the paper that will be seating will have similar structure, this is why we will be practicing individual questions leading to the 1 hour exam. Unit R106 has been covered in Y10 and exercise books had been used to collect all the relevant theory the unit will cover. We also bought revision guides to facilitate the learning in the theory lessons. Student will be encourage to make use of these during the lessons and also to borrow a guide if necessary.
