Step 2 — Create a timeline showing the history of Cadburys chocolate. This should include some of the major
events in the company’s history such as when it was first founded, its first shop, when the factory was founded,
when were various chocolate bars released etc. the more detailed you are the better. If you wanted, you could

present your work as a comic strip instead of a timeline.
