You can find them on the UCAS website, UniTasterDays website and
the individual university websites (just search the name of the
university followed by “open day” to find the correct web page). On
UniTasterDays, you can also look at the open day incentives to see
what discounts and travel support may be available.

You
can explore the local area, check out the facilities on campus, and
speak to current staff and students. Here’s everything you need to
know to plan and get the most out of your visit.

You’ll be able to
speak to the lecturers and get those questions answered about the
course you want to study. Meet current students on the campus
tours who will give you their experiences.
