Use the sanitiser available or wash hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with running water and soap, on each occasion that staff and pupils who use toilets facilities before returning to class.

Cleaning aids will be made available in all opened toilets to allow for touched surfaces to be cleaned, this is only if staff and pupils feel comfortable to do so.
