If a parent has to come to school to collect an ill child then they will be held in the first foyer at reception and will await for their child to be released into that area, the person at reception has the facility to control who enters the premises through the foyer at main reception.

In a serious incident where a child requires to be transferred to hospital due to serious illness or after suffering a serious accident, exceptions will be made but the following must apply.

Prior to entering the main school the person must use the sanitising station to clean hands thoroughly, they must give contact details, and maintain as best as possible social distancing, they will be escorted at all times.
