	Break & Lunchtimes have been staggered this is to reduce the number of students congregating in areas both inside and outside, reduce the numbers of students using the corridors, and reducing the general flow of persons.

A queuing system is in place for the food serving points.

There is an increase in staff supervision in corridors and areas where students tend to congregate at break and lunchtimes.

Signage in place to remind students of which routes entrances and exits to use, also signage in place outside to identify areas where year groups will be able to access during break and lunch periods, and this again will reduce the possibility of cross contamination.

	Students will have a morning break and a lunch break, the mid-morning break will be staggered as to year groups to allow for each year group to make their way to the schools recreations areas.

Students will have their school time table which will include the times of their break and lunchtime as well as the areas in which they will be allowed to be in, daily briefings will also inform staff and form tutors to remind students of these new procedures.

The lunchtime break will also be staggered.

Each group has a designated area in which they are allowed to play and enjoy the fresh air, staff will be on duty and in place around these areas to supervise the students, and signage is all around these areas to ensure that the designated students remain within their designated recreation area.

 There is seating and tables within these areas to allow students to eat meals, and meet up with friends, all these seating and table facilities have been allocated to maintain social distancing.

Refreshments
The schools catering department will provide a limited menu, LCC Catering is the schools provider and all regulations are met, and queuing systems are in place so pupils will be able to maintain social distancing.
Some students will bring in their own refreshments, they are expected to bring in their food in appropriate containers, any cutlery used must be taken home and washed at home, all other waste will be disposed of as per the current facilities already in place. 
Seating in the dining areas will have tables where all pupils will be seated front forwardly, and these available seats will be marked to enable as best as possible social distancing.
As at this moment there are no assemblies, or other activities planned in the hall the seating benches will remain in place as will the bollards directing pupils to queue for their food. 

Extra seating has been made available in the outside recreation areas where students can sit and consume food and drinks.
Staff supervision will be in place to remind students of their responsibilities, and to assist with safe movement of all staff, and students during break and lunch times.

Toilets

Toilets will be available all around the schools site, there will be supervision from duty staff to ensure that the toilet facilities are not to be used as meeting places for students.

	There is five steps that each classroom will adopt to assist to enable with the hygiene and infectious control measures.

LSAHS will continue to inform all staff and pupils of the importance to maintain good personal hygiene clean hands thoroughly more often than usual, and to ensure good respiratory hygiene by promoting the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach

LSAHS has in place an enhanced cleaning programme which includes the cleaning of frequently touched surfaces often, using standard products such as detergents and bleach.

LSAHS continues to ensure that as best as possible to maintain social distancing.

There is already in place important actions that pupils, staff can take to help prevent the spread of the virus.

These include: 

Minimising contact with individuals who are unwell by ensuring that those who have coronavirus symptoms, or who have someone in their household do not attend school.

Use the sanitiser available or wash hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with running water and soap, on each occasion that anyone arrives or leaves the classroom.

Ensuring good respiratory hygiene by promoting the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach

Cleaning frequently touched surfaces often using standard products, which will be available in each room, along with the appropriate PPE. 

Open windows to allow for the room to be ventilated.

Using of different classrooms for each of the sessions, so as each room used in the previous one can be fully cleaned and available to be used later.
