	Staff, Pupils
	Risk of contagious Viral Infection, resulting in illness, and serious illness.
	If a pupil or staff member becomes unwell whilst in school and displays symptoms and signs, then in the first instance the nominated on duty first aider must be contacted either by radio or phone, the nominated first aiders details will be listed on the schools daily briefing along with their contact details.
If the suspected case is a pupil ,then they will be asked to stand outside the room and await for that attendance of the first aider, please note patrol will not attend this call.

Information regarding these procedures will be sent out daily via the school bulletin, also the school’s first aider will send out information on a regular basis, just to remind staff and pupils of these new procedures.

The appropriate PPE will be donned by the nominated first aider prior to attending any suspected case.

The person displaying signs and symptoms will be taken to the medical room where  their temperature will be taken, general observations and enquires  as to attain have they been in direct contact with person / s who have displayed symptoms outside of school. If it is suspected that any person is possibly Covid 19 they will be taken to the designated isolation room, the location will be the old site mangers office behind LS1, they will remain there until they are collected by parents/ carers. all information will be logged on the schools accident reporting form by the attending First Aider. 

	P.P.E
	Nominated First Aider
	Risk of contagious Viral Infection, resulting in illness, and serious illness.
	The level of PPE to be donned by the nominated school first aider will be consist of eye protection ,gloves, mask, apron, and these items will be disposed of in a clean and clinical manner, using the correct waste disposal equipment which school currently is using.

The same level of PPE will be worn for all first aid calls inclusive of injuries, and illnesses.

The Bio hazard kits are kept in the first aid room as is all other first aid equipment.

Waste which contains possible items used to catch droplets caused by sneezing or coughing must be doubled bagged, and then put into the industrial bins in the located bin bay area.

For major leaks of bodily fluids from anyone who is  suspected or displaying signs of Covid 19 then this waste must be doubled bagged and left in an isolated area outside of the building for 72 hours before it is then allowed to be put with normal waste.
