LSAHS has carried out this risk assessment following guidance from relevant governing bodies and will be reviewed frequently and will be amended accordingly as to any new information and guidance received from all relevant authorities.
Basic hygiene must be undertaken by all staff and students, and the importance to ensure that a robust cleaning schedule and programme is in place for all equipment used, it is recommended to limit the use of equipment.

	There are five steps that each classroom will adopt to assist to enable with the hygiene and infectious control measures.

To minimise contact with individuals who are unwell by ensuring that those who have coronavirus (COVID-19) symptoms, or who have someone in their household who does, do not attend school.

LSAHS will continue to inform all staff and pupils of the importance to maintain good personal hygiene clean hands thoroughly more often than usual, and to ensure good respiratory hygiene by promoting the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach.
LSAHS has in place an enhanced cleaning programme which includes the cleaning of frequently touched surfaces often, using standard products such as detergents and bleach.

LSAHS continues to ensure that as best as possible to maintain social distancing.

There is already in place important actions that pupils, staff can take to help prevent the spread of the virus.

These include: 

Minimising contact with individuals who are unwell by ensuring that those who have coronavirus symptoms, or who have someone in their household do not attend school.

Use the sanitiser available or wash hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with running water and soap, on each occasion that anyone arrives or leaves the classroom.

Ensuring good respiratory hygiene by promoting the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach.
Cleaning frequently touched surfaces often using standard products, which will be available in each room, along with the appropriate PPE. 

Open windows to allow for the room to be ventilated.

Using of different classrooms for each of the sessions, so as each room used in the previous one can be fully cleaned and available to be used later.

Staff supervision will be in place to remind students of their responsibilities, and to assist with safe movement of all staff, and students during break and lunch times.

Students wishing to use the toilet during lesson times will be escorted by a member of staff.

	As to date of the publication of this assessment the following guidelines were issued by PHE.
Most staff in education, childcare and children’s social care settings will not require PPE beyond what they would normally need for their work, even if they are not always able to maintain a distance of 2 metres from others.

PPE is only needed in a very small number of cases if:

An individual child, young person or other learner becomes ill with coronavirus (COVID-19) symptoms and only then if a distance of 2 metres cannot be maintained.

A child, young person or learner already has routine intimate care needs that involve the use of PPE, in which case the same PPE should continue to be used.

School will not ban the wearing of face masks for staff or pupils who feel that it would be of a hygienic or medical benefit to wear one. 

Education, childcare and children’s social care settings and providers are responsible for sourcing their own PPE.

LSAHS has procured additional and appropriate PPE.

Face masks: As from 08.03.21 LSAHS pupils will be returning to the classroom following the latest national lockdown and closure of the school.

 All students are advised to wear sensible face coverings whilst in lesson and when moving between lessons. 
Students to wear them in the hall whilst queuing for food, but not when getting served or seated.  

Some students and members of staff will be exempt from wearing a mask or a facial covering due to ongoing medical conditions.
LSAHS will encourage and remind students but as the government guidance states it remains voluntary to do so.
