M O B I L E  P H O N E S  A N D  E L E C T R O N I C  D E V I C E S

Students must ensure that their mobile phones are switched off and stored in their bags
before entering the school site.

Phones/devices must remain in bags and must not be used or taken out at any time during
the school day, including breaks and lunchtime. Phones may only be taken out after students
have left the school site.

A D D I T I O N A L  I N F O R M A T I O N

Description of the school uniform for 2026-27

Stationery:   The minimum required stationery is: 2 pens, a pencil, an eraser, and a ruler. 
These are available for purchase before school in the dining room and at break, lunch and
after school from the library.

Bag: A school bag is compulsory, which should contain a school planner, books and stationery.

Caps, hats, snoods and gloves: These are not permitted inside school buildings.

Outerwear: Hooded tops, tracksuit tops and denim jackets should not be worn as coats.
Outdoor garments displaying obscene or offensive words or images are not appropriate for
school. In cold weather, hats, scarves and gloves can be worn when outside the building.

Blazers may be taken off at certain times of the year at the Head Teachers discretion.

Where students have a temporary or permanent medical condition and are unable to wear
some items of school uniform, please contact school.

The school reserves the right to send home any student who does not meet the uniform
policy.
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
