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Phonics 
At Lugwardine Primary Academy, we use Essential Letters and Sounds as our chosen Department for Education approved systematic synthetic phonics programme. 
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This is taught daily in Reception and Year 1, and where needed, extra support and interventions will be given to children in Year 2-6. Phonics is taught as a whole class; lessons are taught using high-quality resources and are carefully aligned to our fully decodable Reading Scheme. Lessons follow a robust structure, ensuring there is minimal opportunity for cognitive overload. The key principles of the Essential Letters and Sounds programme are simplicity and consistency, ensuring all children ‘keep up, not catch up’.
