· Ask for a small budget to help make it happen
Just like on Dragon’s Den, you’ll explain your idea to a friendly panel – but no pressure and no dragons breathing fire!

🎯 What will you learn?
By taking part, you will learn how to:
· 🌱 Look after the planet
· 🗣 Explain your ideas clearly
· 🧠 Think creatively and solve problems
· 🤝 Work as a team
· ⭐ Be confident sharing your ideas

· Each class will work together to come up with the best idea
· Each class will split into teams; design and marketing
· The design team will come up with a suitable product
· The marketing team will present their idea to the panel


💡 What kind of ideas can we choose?
Your idea should help make your school more eco‑friendly. Here are some themes to help you choose:
⚡ Energy
· How can we use less electricity?
· Could we remind people to turn lights off?
Example: Posters or stickers near light switches.

🌼 Nature & Wildlife
· How can we make more space for plants, birds, and insects?
· Can we bring more nature into the playground?
Example: Planting flowers or making bird boxes.

🍎 Food
· How can we reduce food waste?
· Can we help people eat in a more planet‑friendly way?
Example: A compost bin or food‑waste monitor team.

💧 Water
· Are we wasting water?
· How could we reuse rainwater?
Example: A water butt to help water plants.

· Try presenting to classmates 

🎤 What is a pitch?
A pitch is when you explain your idea clearly and confidently.
You should talk about:
· ✅ What your idea is
· ✅ Why your school needs it
· ✅ How it helps the planet
· ✅ What money or materials you need

🟢 Lesson 4: Make your project
· Use your design sheet to make a prototype 
· Test and adapt your prototype design to ensure effectiveness
· Create your product and put it to work.
