	Adult targeted questioning:

	Resources: Set up 1:brusho inks, pipettes and tissue paper Set up 2:

Year 1 – Explore colour, shape and line. Colour mixing. Complementary colours.

	Adult targeted questioning:
What has happened to the colours as they mix? What do you notice? Have you made any new colours? How did you make that colour? Which colours are your favourite? Which colours go well together?

	Resources: set up 1: Dinosaurs, water, twigs and bark, leaves and grass.
