Expressive Arts and Design
· We will paint pictures of the sea.
· We will listen to different instruments. We will explore how music can tell a story like in the musical adventures of ‘Melody’. We will learn to recite some Sea Shanties.
· We will explore the different sounds that instruments make as we make sound effects to capture our journey at sea.

Communication and Language
· We will explore the use of story language through the sample of stories we read.
· We will talk about what happened in the story as we work on asking questions and answering questions.
· We will perform stories and songs through role-play and drama.

Literacy
· We will read books with a repeated refrain starting with ‘Commotion in the Ocean’. We will make props and engage in role-play using new vocabulary.
· We will complete a talk for writing project of ‘The Night Pirates’ which we will perform.
· We will engage with daily writing provisions through, The Message Centre and Drawing club.
Daily Phonics sessions will embed new sounds and consolidate our set 1 sounds.

 Knowledge and Understanding of the World
· We will visit our local Beach and search for treasure.
· We will explore the strength and buoyancy of materials when designing our boat that floats
· We will find out about life as a formidable Pirate. We will discover the legends of Sea gods and mythical sea creatures.
· We will look at artwork inspired by the power and beauty of the sea. 
Mathematical Development
· We will begin to record our Maths learning using a combination of concrete and pictorial representations and Numerals when confident.
· We will find the total of items in two groups by counting all of objects and combining. 
· We will continue to count and order numbers 1-20 using Numicon shapes and Number blocks to support their concrete visual understanding of numbers.
· We will recall number bonds to 10 and doubles and halves up to 20. 



Physical development
· We will explore the equipment and practice moving in different ways under and over the equipment.
· We will continue to learn and play a range of team games to develop our gross motor skills.
· We will use different cutting tools to make and paint salt dough trinkets inspired by sea creatures and legends. 

Personal, Social and Emotional Development
· We will continue to earn Dojo points for making good learning choices and upholding the class rules. 
· We will talk about our feelings and express our wants and needs. We will explore the feelings of others through social stories and drama.
