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In design lessons, the children will begin to understand how to prepare and cook traditional American food safely and hygienically. We will have a go at creating an ‘All American diner’ experience, looking at various traditional American foods. We will also be linking back to our science focus from last half term to see what should be included in a healthy meal. You can support your child at home by getting them involved in the cooking.
Music
This half term we will be exploring how to create a composition for an animation. We will be composing and performing work in lessons as well as exploring how music makes us feel. 
Science
Year 3 will be looking at light and how it creates shadows. You can support your child by having a go at finding ways to bend light with glasses of water. Or why not make your own shadow puppet show?
RE
This half term Year 3 will be learning about Islam. They will learn about Prophethood and understand why Muslims call Muhammed the ‘Seal of the Prophets’.
Computing
This half term Year 3 will be focusing on communication and technology. Children will be sending emails with attachments, and we will discuss keeping safe online. 
PSHCE
We will be continuing with the JIGSAW scheme of work. This half term the children will be focussing on Dreams and Goals. 
French
This half term, Year 3 will be developing their French knowledge to learn about colours, food, and familiar games such as ‘head shoulders knees and toes’
You can support your child by practising at home or even downloading apps like Duolingo. 
Geography
The children will be looking at the natural and human features of USA and comparing it to the UK. We will have virtual visits from people in Maryland and Washington state to learn more about life there.
You can support your child by exploring life in America. Have a go at some American recess games or learn about an American animal.
PE
Our indoor PE for this half term is dance and outdoor PE is hockey.
You can support your child by getting out and being active. This could be by going on walks, taking a bike ride, or exploring new places.

Maths
This half term, Year 3 will begin by recapping Place Value, with a focus on converting units. We will then extend our understanding of the four operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division) and explore reasoning and problem-solving questions within this area.
Later in the term, we will move on to fractions and decimals, explore presenting and reading data through Statistics, and finish by investigating Shape and Geometry.

You can support your child with these topics by completing the MyMaths homework, which will always link to the areas we are covering in lessons each week. Please speak to the team if you need help with this. 

English
Reading 
The children will continue to focus on fluency and expression in their fluency lessons – challenging them to show emotions and make use of the punctuation in their text.
We will also be recapping summarising and inference with our American-themed texts. They will be encouraged to query new words or parts of a text that are unclear so they learn ways to improve their understanding. Please read with your child as daily – it can have a huge impact on their progress.

Writing
Writing this half term will be linked to the children’s learning about USA. We will be writing brochures for our favourite American states, rewriting traditional American stories, and creating an advert for their American diner! Spelling will be a big focus this half term – please ensure your child is practising their spellings regularly and help them to break down sounds by splitting words into syllables so they can spell one part at a time.
