Science
In Science our topic will be Animals including humans. The children will find out what different animals need to survive, as well as looking at why animals have different skeletons. You can support your child by thinking about what we need to eat to survive and stay healthy. They could even have a go at designing their own food plan.


P.E.
Indoor P.E.: The children will be learning how to serve and rally in badminton, working on controlling their racquet movements and aim in preparation for matches.
Outdoor P.E: The children will be developing their speed and agility in athletics preparing for Sports Day.
You can support your child by getting out on walks in the sunshine to build up their stamina. They can also develop their aim with games of catch or tennis at home or at the park.
Geography
The children will be exploring the rainforests of the world, understanding how the different layers provide their own ecosystem. We will be making comparisons between life in the rainforest and life in the UK. There are many interesting and exciting documentaries about the Amazon rainforest available to watch at home. You can also support your child by taking walks into local forests and identifying plants and animals that live there.




Computing
In computing, this half term the children will be learning about data handling and learning how to input data onto spreadsheets. You can support your child by exploring different ways to record information on a computer.




Art and Design

In Art, we will be creating 3D sculptures of animals that represent our personalities. You could help your child by using different materials to create animal pictures or sculptures. You could even have a go at using natural materials.
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English
Reading 
The children will continue to focus on fluency and expression in class – challenging them to show emotions and make use of the punctuation in their text. They will also be looking at an author’s use of language for impact, and familiar themes within texts. Please read with your child every day – it can have a huge impact on their progress.


Writing
Year 3 will be creating ‘Stories for change’ based on the book ‘The Great Kapok Tree’, looking at how they have an impact on the world. We will also be creating information texts on rainforest animals, designing our own information pack for Marwell Zoo. Spelling and presentation will be a big focus this half term – please ensure your child is practising their spellings regularly and help them to break down sounds by splitting words into syllables so they can spell one part at a time. 




P.S.H.C.E. – Jigsaw 
In PSHE, our focus is ‘Changing me’. The children will be looking at how their body changes as they grow and how babies grow within a womb. If you have any questions, I am happy to discuss this.
You can support your child by encouraging them to discuss any questions they may have about their body.


French
In French we will be continuing to develop our knowledge of colours, food and days by retelling familiar stories in French. You can support your child by encouraging them to use their French at home. You can also download free apps such as Duolingo.

Music
We will be developing our singing techniques by learning to sing in the round and use counter melodies. To support your child, encourage them to practise their class song at home.
R.E.
In RE, our topic is The Kingdom of God in Christianity. The children will learn about why Jesus left and the Pentecost. You can support your child by discussing how Christianity links to other religions, such as Judaism.
Maths
As we approach the end of Year 3, the children will be reviewing the main topics of maths they have focussed on this year with a particular emphasis on problem solving and reasoning. 
As a whole school, we are also working on our arithmetic skills. We will be developing formal written methods and quick recall.
At home you can practise quick recall maths games with times table or simple addition. The children can also practise independently using TTRS or the Topmarks games for mental arithmetic.
