PSHCE
Children will be continuing to learn through our ‘Jigsaw’ scheme and this term the focus is: ‘Changing me’. The children will endeavour to gain a sense of identity and self-belief and know that they are valued and can achieve anything that they want. This is also the term we teach our SRE part of our curriculum so your children may come home asking questions.

P.E.
This will be our last term of swimming – the improvements in technique have been excellent across the board! For outdoor PE we will continue to focus on athletic skills in preparation for Sports Day plus practising skills for a variety of team sports.
You can support your child by practising building up their stamina for our running races.
Music
In Music lessons the children will be continuing their drumming lessons provided by West Sussex Music Service.
R.E.
This term, the children will be focussing on the Kingdom of God. They key question they will be able to answer is ‘When Jesus left, what was the impact of Pentecost?’
French
This half term the children will be continuing to develop their French skills by putting the knowledge they have learnt this year into simple conversations about themselves, likes and dislikes. 
You can support your child by encouraging them to use their French at home in conversations. 
Computing 
This half term in Computing we will be using our Data Handling skills with a focus on Investigating Weather. Children will search the web efficiently to find temperatures of different cities and record this accurately using Excel. They will design a weather station that gathers and records sensor data and be able to explain how this will work.  Children will look for weather forecasting skills and explain how this data needs to be collected for best accuracy. To finish the unit the children will create a weather forecast video with accurate information from their sources. 



English
Reading 
In whole class reading sessions, the children will be developing their skills with a variety of texts and will continue to develop reading aloud with fluency and expression. We will also carry on with answering questions on what they read. 

Writing
The children will be writing their own reports again to sum up their whole year in Year 4. This will mean writing in first person and about their achievements and favourite learning experiences. We hope you enjoy reading them when they come home with their assessment letters (end of year reports). 

They will also create some more poetry which this class have really enjoyed and excelled at! The rest of term will be spent creating shorter pieces with an emphasis on grammar, spelling and the children proof reading and editing their own and their peers’ work. This is to prepare them for Year 5.


Maths
This half term in Maths we will be revisiting the topics we have already learnt such as Place Value, Addition and Subtraction, Multiplication and Division, Fractions and Decimals. We will also cover Area and Position and direction.

We will be focussing on the ability to apply their knowledge to problems and learn how to breakdown questions that require the children to use multiple skills.

Although the MTC will be sat in early June, we don’t want the children to lose the fluency they have developed in their times tables work. You can support your child by encouraging them to stick with timestables.co.uk. If they can do this throughout the Summer holidays where possible so they retain their knowledge into Year 5.
Science
We will be finishing off our topic of Sound from Summer 1 then focussing on the investigative areas of Science with some fun experiments where children can explore and ask questions.
You can support your child by asking them what they have done in Science lessons.

Art
This term we will be completing a Sky Arts unit of mark making with a real focus on drawing – something the children have all said they want to do more of. With the theme of ‘identity’ we will look at portraits and trying to show their identity through their own artwork. We will look in more detail at the work of Pablo Picasso as a way of exploring different ways of representing themselves.
