Key Information and Polite Reminders:

School mornings: Year 5 will still be coming straight into class from 8.45am- the expectation is that they are in by 8.50 to register. The exception to this will still be Fridays when all staff have a business meeting. Children should then wait by the classroom door, and they will be let in at 8.50am. Please ensure children stay on the playground until the bell goes, then they can walk round to their classroom doors.

P.E. KITS
P.E lessons will still be on Tuesdays and Thursdays. Earrings should be removed for P.E days please – there are currently very few children in our class who have had ears pierced recently. If forgotten or newly pierced, then they can be taped but the children must have tape in their bags and do it themselves. Long hair should be tied up.

Reading and Homework: 
Homework remains the same: Reading at least 3 times per week with an adult (ideally every day!), practising spelling rules and words, Dragonfire Maths/TT Rockstars and MyMaths to be completed and handed in on MONDAY. If your child doesn’t have their book, they are told to write their name on it and put it in their bag. The children will not be penalised if they haven’t completed it all and they have shown they have had a go.
