Key Information and Polite Reminders:

School mornings: Year 6 will still be coming straight into class from 8.40am - the expectation is that they are in by 8.50 to register. The exception to this will still be Fridays when all staff have a business meeting. Children should then wait by the classroom door and they will be let in at 8.50am.

P.E. KITS:
P.E. lessons will continue to be on Mondays and Wednesdays. Children need to come into school dressed in their P.E. kits please, wearing trainers and have a water bottle as we will be going over to the field. If wearing tracksuit bottoms, again these should be plain dark ones. If there are any problems with providing your child with a full kit, please feel free to talk to us in confidence and we may be able to help you. Earrings should be removed for P.E. days and hair tied up please. 

Reading and Homework: 
· Children are asked to read at least 5 times a week. Please encourage your child to read a variety of books, both fiction and non-fiction. This will improve their vocabulary and their writing tremendously. This half-term we will focus on sequencing the main events in a text to then help with summarising what has been read.
· Dragonfire Maths will be tested every week.  MyMaths homework will also be set.
Transition
We are continuing to focus on independence and providing your child with the life skills required to support their transition to secondary school. Reading timetables will be a very important part of their everyday life and organising their own belongings. There are still many children who are unable to tie their show laces – this is a skill that they will need in secondary school! There will be visits from secondary school teachers and transition days, this half term. Please ensure that you are talking about secondary school with your child and preparing them for the changes that are ahead. If you require any support from me, please do not hesitate to email or call and I will get back to you as soon as possible.
