Purpose of the Job

You will help create a calm, happy, and secure lunchtime environment in line with our school's unique Consciousness-based Education ethos, actively supporting both the pastoral care and enrichment opportunities available to our children.

Key Responsibilities

1. Supporting the Enrichment Offer

· Actively engage with children during outdoor play, encouraging positive social interaction, inclusion, and cooperative games.
· Assist in facilitating lunchtime enrichment activities that support the children's personal, social, and emotional development.
· Encourage good manners, healthy eating habits, and social skills in the dining hall.

2. Pupil Safety, Welfare & Safeguarding

· Supervise pupils in the classroom, playground, and school corridors, always ensuring a safe and secure environment.
· Maintain order and discipline in a calm, positive manner, following the school’s behaviour and rewards policies.
· Be proactive in preventing bullying or unsafe play, intervening gently and constructively where necessary.
· Administer basic first aid (where trained) and accurately report any accidents or safeguarding concerns to the designated staff members.

3. Operational Duties

· Supervise the entry and exit of pupils to and from the dining areas.
· Help maintain clean and safe dining areas by assisting with minor clean-ups of spillages and ensuring tables are tidy.
· Attend mandatory staff training days and safeguarding updates as required.
