Each week, we will be introducing a new 'Sign of the Week' for the children to learn. 

We will share this with you so that you can practise the sign together at home and support your 

child's learning. 

 

This week's 'Sign of the Week' is: Please & Thank you. 

 

 

To sign “Please” in British Sign Language (BSL): 

Place your flat hand on the centre of your chest and move it in a small circular motion. 

• Handshape: flat hand 

• Palm: facing inwards 

• Location: chest 

• Movement: small clockwise or anticlockwise circle 

 

To sign “Thank you” in British Sign Language (BSL): 

Place the fingertips of one flat hand near your chin or lips, then move the hand forward 

and slightly down away from your face. 

• Handshape: flat hand 

• Fingertips start at: chin/lips 

• Movement: forward, away from the face 

• Facial expression: a polite/smiling expression helps convey meaning
