e  Wales is a country in the United Kingdom. Its capital city is Cardiff, which is in South
Wales.

e  Children can name all the countries in the UK and their capital cities.

e Llandudno is a seaside town and community in North Wales. The sea next to it is
the Irish Sea.

e Llandudno is a ‘Honey Pot’ site which means lots of people travel there.

e  The development of the seaside town took place during the early Victorian period
when seaside holidays became very popular.

e To be able to compare Llandudno with Droylsden — finding features that are the
same and different: schools, shops, churches, seaside, Orme, old tramway
compared to new.

e  Know that the climate in Llandudno is similar to where we live. It is temperate.

e  Children can talk about a field trip and what kind of information can be collected
including surveys of: land, activity, people, traffic.

e  Children are able to describe and demonstrate how to use grid references on a map
to locate a feature.

e  Children can talk about how it is important to look after our environment
and different ways this is possible.
