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Manchester Road Primary Academy - Music Progression
End of Key Stage 1 – National Curriculum Coverage
Pupils will be taught to:
· Use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.
· Play tuned and untuned instruments musically.
· Listen with concentration and understanding to a range of live and recorded music.
· Experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the interrelated dimensions of music.

	Listening and Appraising
	· Learn how they can enjoy move to music, clapping to the beat and feeling the pulse.
· Create and combine movements to music.
· Listen to others perform and say how they were feeling about it.
· Understand what some songs are about.
· To recognise the sound of the instruments they play in class.
· Express how they feel about a piece of music.
· Recognise repeated patterns.
· Tell the difference between fast and slow tempo, loud and quiet and high and low sounds.
· Describe how sounds are made and changed.
· Respond to different moods in music and say how a piece of music makes them feel.
	· Develop enjoyment of music through clapping, dancing and marching, independently identifying the pulse.
· Listen and learn how songs can tell a story or describe an idea.
· Listen carefully to recall short rhythmic patterns.
· Identify particular features when listening to music – for example the chorus
· Begin to associate sounds they hear with instruments and have awareness of some different instruments in songs they listen to.
· Begin to recognise changes in timbre, dynamic and pitch.
· Recognise and name some instruments by sight.
· Verbally recall what they have heard with simply vocabulary – loud, soft, high, low.
· Responds to different moods in music, describing how it made them feel and if they liked it and why/why not.

	Singing
	· Sing showing awareness of the melody.
· Follow instructions on how and when to sing with a leader.
· Make different voice sounds, long and short.
· Imitate changes in pitch, high and low.
· Find a comfortable singing position.
	· Follow the melody when singing in a performance
· Use voice to good effect understanding the importance of warming up first.
· Show increased control in voice when using long and short sounds.
· Sing simple repeated phrases, changing voice to suit the situation/mood of the song.
· Know that some songs include other ways of using your voice – for example rapping. 

	Playing
	· Treat instruments carefully and with respect.
· Describe basic elements of a piece of music (volume, tempo)
· Make own sounds on percussion instruments.
· Play percussion instruments with a song when they perform.
· Know the names of the instruments they are learning to play in class. 
	· Continue to treat instruments with respect.
· To find given notes on the glockenspiel.
· Follow a simple piece of written rhythmic notation.
· To remember some notes in their instrumental part either from memory or written down.
· Know the name of the instruments they play in class.


	Composing
	· Know that composing is like writing a story but with music.
· Work as a class or smaller group to create a simple song or rhyme.
· Make a range of sounds with their voice and with instruments.
· Represent sounds pictorially.
· Make a sequence of sounds for a purpose.
· Learn how composition can be recorded as images to represent notation.

	· Create a simple song, chant or rhyme knowing that ordering sounds can help create a beginning, middle and end.
· Create a simple melody using one or two notes either with their voice or a tuned instrument.
· Create their own symbols or pictures to represent sounds.
·  Represent sounds pictorially, understanding that these sounds can be changed if necessary.
· Create short, rhythmic patterns that may impact the listener – shorter or longer sounds for effect.

	Performing and Sharing
	· Know that a performance is shared with other people called an audience.
· Use their voice to sing or chant.
· Join in with singing.
· Clap short rhythmic patterns.
· Use instruments to perform a simple piece.
· Respond to musical indicators about when to play or sing.
· Respond musically with increasing accuracy to a call (high/low, soft/loud, fast.slow) and keep a steady pulse.
	· Sing a melody as an ensemble following the tune or melody well.
· Perform a learnt song as a class with increase control and accuracy.
· Perform responding to instructions from a leader (eg: hand signals to indicate pitch and duration of notes etc)
· Play simple, rhythmic patterns on an instrument.
· Sing and clap a pulse that increases or decreases in tempo.
· Show some control when playing instrument.
· Sat how they felt about their performance and why.

	Listening and appraising: 
· Identify what different sounds could represent and give a reason why.
· Identify texture listening for whether there is more than one sound at the same time.
· Identify musical structure in a piece of music (verse/chorus etc)

Composing:
· Repeat short rhythmic patterns and melodies.
· Give a reason for choosing an instrument.

Performing: 
· Perform a rhythm to a steady pulse.
	Listening and appraising:
· Identify different sounds within inter-related dimensions of music
· Tell whether a change in pitch, tempo, texture and timbre is gradual or sudden and describe the effect this may have on the listener.

Composing:
· Use simple structures (repetition and order) in a piece of music.
· Know that ‘phrases’ are the places where we breath during a song.

Performing:
· Understand the importance of a vocal warm-up.
· Sing or play rhythmic patterns in contrasting dynamics, keeping to the pulse.




	










End of Key Stage 2 – National Curriculum Coverage
Pupils should be taught to sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control. They should develop an understanding of musical composition, organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from memory.
Pupils will be taught to:
· Play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression.
· Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes.
· Listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory.
· Use and understand the musical stave and other musical notations.
· Appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music from different traditions from great composers and musicians.
· Develop an understanding of the history of music.

	Listening and Appraising
	· Confidently identify and move to the pulse.
· Explore lyrics of songs and think about what the words might mean.
· Discuss how songs make them feel and give opinions using musical vocabulary: pitch, tempo.
· Listen respectfully to other opinions about music.
· Identify the main sections of a song: introduction, verse and chorus). 
· Recognise a range of instruments by ear.
	· Confidently identify and move to a pulse of increasing or decreasing tempo.
· Identify the different purposes of music and say what effect it may have on the listener.
· Name some instruments they hear in songs and say why they may have been used.
· Discuss musical dimensions of songs: pitch, tempo, rhythm, texture and say how this makes them feel.
· Identify the main features of a song: introduction, verse, chorus, bridge.

	· Think about the message behind different music.
· Describe, compare and evaluate music using musical vocabulary.
· Identify songs of the same style and discuss what stands out musically in each of them: instruments used, genre etc.
· Describe similarities and differences between two or more pieces of music.
· Show preferences of music style.
	· Think about the message behind different genres of music, discussing musical style, and similarities and differences using musical terminology/vocabulary to explain their thoughts. 
· Evaluate how the venue, occasion or purpose affects the way a piece of music is created.
· Compare and contrast composers from different time periods. 

	Singing
	· Sing as part of a choir and in unison.
· Demonstrate good singing posture.
· Sing songs from memory with increasing accuracy, pitch and diction.
· Sing expressively with attention to breathing.
· Have an awareness of the pulse internally when singing.
· Sing a widening range of songs that vary in styles and structures.
	· Sing as part of a choir with awareness of size and how this can impact on the sound of the music.
· Sing in unison and in simple two-parts with increasing confidence.
· Explore singing solo.
· Rehearse and learn songs from memory showing accuracy with some written notation.
· Sing in different time signatures 2/4, ¾ and 4/4.
· Sing expressively with attention to breathing and phrasing.
· Sustain a repeated melody to accompany singing during group performances.
	· Sing solo, in unison and parts and as parts of smaller groups.
· Sing a second part within a song to create texture.
· Sing in 2/4, ¾, 4/4, 5/4 or 6/8 in pitch and in time.
· Self-correct if lost or out of time.
· Sing expressively with attention to breathing, phrasing and articulation.
· Develop confidence as solo singers.
· Maintain more complex parts confidently within an ensemble.
	· Rehearse and learn songs form memory and/or with notation.
· Confidently sing a broad range of songs as part of a choir including those that involve syncopated rhythms, with a good sense of ensemble and performance. 
· Observe rhythm, phrasing, accurate pitching and appropriate style through song.
· Demonstrate and maintain good posture and breath control while singing.
· Sing syncopated melodic patterns confidently. 
·  Sing in various styles learned across the years. 

	Playing
	· Rehearse and learn to play simple melodic instrumental part: C major, F major, G major and E major.
· Develop playing tuned percussion instrument such as the recorder.
· Play the correct notes with some awareness of the rhythm.
· Play as part of a group keeping to the rhythm.
· Play instruments with good posture and some technique.
	· Rehearse and learn to play simple melodic instrumental part: C major, F major, G major, E major and D minor.  
· Rehearse and play parts within a song.
· Play the correct notes with increasing awareness of rhythm.
· Play together as a group while keeping to the beat.
· Play instruments with good posture and bettering technique.

	· Rehearse and learn to play one of four instrumental parts by ear or from written notation: C major, F major, G major, E major and C and D minor.
· Play a part on a tuned instrument by ear or from notation. 
· Play the correct notes with a secure rhythm.
· Play together as a group showing increasing awareness of other parts.
· Play instruments with good posture and technique.

	· Rehearse and learn to play one of four instrumental parts by ear or from written notation: C major, F major, G major, E major, A major and C, D and F minor.
· Play a melody following notation written on a stave.
· Play notes in an octave range and make decision about dynamic range (to play quietly, loudly etc).
· Play correct notes securely, on a tuned instrument, by ear or from notation.
· Rehearse and perform individual parts within the context of a group song.
· Play instruments with good posture and confidence in own technique.


	Composing
	· Compose a short, repeated pattern using a range of instruments.
· Combine different sounds to create a specific mood or feeling.
· Begin to read and write musical notation.
· Use silence (rests) for effect.
· Combine different dimensions of music (fast/slow, high/low).
	· Compose a short piece of music with increasing complexity. 
· Use notation to record compositions in a small group or individually. 
· Can discuss musical decisions about pulse, rhythm, pitch and tempo.

	· Explore and select different melodic patterns.
· Begin to use standard notation.
· Use standard notation to record groups of pitches (musical chords).
· Choose the most appropriate tempo for a piece of music.
· Use technology – such a Garage Band – to compose a piece of music.

	· Understand that different forms of notation create different sounds.
· Combine groups of beats.
· Use a variety of different musical devices within a composition (melody, rhythms, chords).
· Use technology – such a Garage Band – to compose a piece of music, capturing, changing and combing sounds.
· Reflect upon developing composition and make musical decisions about it. 

	Performing and sharing
	· Rehearse and perform for an audience a song learnt in the lesson or from memory with confidence and expression.
· Explain reasons for choosing a particular song to perform.
· Introduce the performance with some understanding of what the song is about.
· Collaborate with others to perform.










	
	· Rehearse and enjoy the opportunity to share learnt songs with increased expression, accuracy and fluency.
· Perform songs from memory.
· Play and perform songs following notation, using a small note range either as a whole class or small group.
· Explain why the song was chosen including name of artist/composer.

	· Create, rehearse and present a performance for a specific purpose, for a friendly but unfamiliar audience.
· Perform in a smaller group, as well as with whole class, considering the audience.
· Combine in mixed ensembles, including use of different instruments.
· Communicate meaning through words and clearly articulate them.
· Recognise and use different structural forms (verses, chorus, bridge).
· Perform from memory with notation, confidently and accurately. 
· Improvise with certain sections of the performance.
· Maintain individual part while others are performing their parts. 
	· Create, rehearse and present a performance for a specific event, for a friendly but unfamiliar audience, showing understanding of the musical context.
· Perform from memory or with notation.
· Understand the value of choreographing of any performance.
· Appreciate the importance of the performance space and how to use it to its best. 
· Rehearse and lead parts of a performance, individually or as a group. 
· Begin to sing harmony parts.
· Provide some rhythmic support for other performers.

	
	Year 3 – Greater Depth

Listening and appraising:
· Recognise changes in sounds that move more dramatically.
· Compare repetition, contract and variation within a piece of music.


Composing:
· Create accompanies for music.
· Compose a simple piece of music that they can recall to use again.
· Understand metre in 4 beats, then 3 beats.

Performing:
· Sing/play rhythmic patterns in contrasting tempo keeping to the pulse.

	Year 4 – Greater Depth

Listening and appraising:
· Identify how change in timbre can change the effect of a piece of music.





Composing:
· Explore and use sets of pitches (eg:4 and 5 note scales)
· Show how to use dynamics to provide contrast.



Performing:
· Use selected pitches simultaneously to produce a simple harmony.

	Year 5 – Greater Depth

Listening and appraising:
· Explain how tempo changes the character of the music.
· Identify where a gradual change in dynamics helps to shape music.
 
Composing:
· Identify how patterns of repetition and variations can be organised to give structure to a melody, rhythm and timbre.




Performing:
· Use pitch simultaneously to produce harmony by building up simple chords.
· Devise and play a repeated sequence of pitches on a tuned instrument to accompany a song.

	Year 6 – Greater Depth

Listening and appraising:
· Appraise the introductions, interludes and endings for songs and compositions they have created. 





Composing:
· Show how a small change in tempo can make a piece of music more effective.
· Use a full range of chromatic pitches to build up chords, melodic lines and bass lines.


Performing:
· Perform a piece of music which contains two or more distinct melodic or rhythmic parts, knowing how these will fit together to create their final piece.


	Evaluating 
	Children will say how they felt about their performances using increased use of musical terms/vocabulary as they progress through the year groups. KS2 will suggest how performances could be improved and make suggestions on what they may do differently next time they perform.
