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      EYFS  Assessment, Marking and Recording Policy 2021/2022

Observations At MRPA we monitor children’s progress through the use of observations and marking of guided teaching sessions. Observations should be recorded on Tapestry when a child is demonstrating a significant leap in their learning. At MRPA we believe adult interaction within continuous provision is of paramount importance. This should include modelling and careful intervention to deepen understanding. Observations usually take place within continuous provision and without adult intervention. All observations should be read by the class teacher before being posted on Tapestry.   Observations and next steps should be discussed between all EYFS staff during phase meetings. 
Guided Teaching Sessions: These are small group focused teaching sessions or interventions (eg SALT interventions/mission critical interventions). These can be recorded using photographic evidence with annotation or with specially designed pieces of work produced by the children themselves. Both pieces of work should be recorded in each child’s learning journey. Guided teaching sessions will always include a specific learning challenge and appropriate next steps annotated by the leading adult. 

1. Learning Challenges: Should be tickled pink when achieved or coloured green for growth if unachieved. Where green for growth has been indicated later interventions should take place to tackle the misconception. The green learning challenge should then be dated to identify when it has been achieved.  Where possible these learning challenges should be typed. 
2. Next Steps:  These should be the focus of the next learning challenge (where appropriate) and should be highlighted in pink and dated to show they have been achieved.  This may also be drawn from tapestry, or other sessions (e.g. RWI)
3. The marking sequence- Misconceptions should be highlighted in green, teacher discussion and/or specific practice can take place, and share the child demonstrates the new understanding should be highlighted in pink.  If a child has successfully achieved the learning objective, this can be highlighted to the child using the pink. 
4. All teacher marking should be recorded in blue pen. 
5. Date: To be included adjacent to learning challenge

Learning Journeys: All children will have their own learning journey, as a record of their guided teaching sessions and interventions. Each learning journey will begin with the child’s attempt at their own name and a self-portrait. This will be the first piece of work every term. Each new half term will be highlighted through the use of a distinctive themed border. 
SEN- Children on an I.E.P should have this included in the front of their learning journey and each relevant piece of work should have a clear learning challenge or IEP target number written on the top. In addition children working well below expectation should have their early outcomes tracked individually. These should be kept in the EYFS SEN folder.

Read Write Inc Books- When children are ready and have secured the set 1 sounds and show sufficient fine motor control, they will begin the Read Write Inc books.   Currently, all children use the RWI books from the start, apart from those who are not ready.  This could read: When children are ready and show sufficient fine motor control, they will begin the Read Write Inc books.  This will run alongside the children learning the Set 1 sounds as part of the RWI daily phonics lesson. 
Write From the Start-Children should be encourage to make meaningful marks and assign meaning to these. In the first instance, these marks may be more gross motor. Over time, through dough disco, squiggle and continuous provision opportunities, children will be encouraged to develop appropriate muscle strength to record their marks more formally on the page.  When the children are ready, this will be recorded in the Make Your Mark books, once a week, as part of the literacy lesson.  The children will have their learning objective for the mark making shared with them and will have any appropriate misconceptions challenged at the point of learning.   The use of tickled pink and green for growth will be used as in the Guided Teaching Sessions. (see writing progression for outcomes and expectations)
Maths – When children are ready, they will be encouraged to record their maths, through the use of open ended challenges, as part of the maths lesson, once a week in their maths books.  This will take place from January with the children who are at an appropriate point of their learning.  The use of tickled pink and green for growth will be used as before. 
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
